PART 3.
GENERAL PRINCIPLES OF CRIMINAL LAW

Article 22
Nullum crimen sine lege

1. A person shall not be criminally responsible under this Statute unless the conduct in question constitutes,
at the time it takes place, a crime within the jurisdiction of the Court.

2. The definition of a crime shall be strictly construed and shall not be extended by analogy. In case of
ambiguity, the definition shall be interpreted in favour of the person being investigated, prosecuted or
convicted.

3. This article shall not affect the characterization of any conduct as criminal under international law
independently of this Statute.

Article 23
Nulla poena sine lege

A person convicted by the Court may be punished only in accordance with this Statute.

CONSTITUTION OF THE KINGDOM OF THAILAND 2017

Section 29. No person shall be subject to a criminal punishment unless he or
she has committed an act which the law in force at the time of commission provides to be
an offence and prescribes a punishment therefor, and the punishment to be imposed on such
person shall not be of greater severity than that provided by law in force at the time of the
commission of the offence.

A suspect or defendant in a criminal case shall be presumed innocent, and
before the passing of a final judgment convicting a person of having committed an offence,
such person shall not be treated as a convict.

Custody or detention of a suspect or a defendant shall only be undertaken as
necessary to prevent such person from escaping.

In a criminal case, a person shall not be forced to make a statement
incriminating himself or herself.

An application for a bail of a suspect or defendant in a criminal case shall be
accepted for consideration, and excessive bail shall not be demanded. The refusal of a bail
must be as provided by law.

THAI PENAL CODE

CHAPTER Il
APPLICATION OF PENAL LAWS

Section 2. Any person shall be criminally punishable when an act committed by him
or her is provided to be an offence and the punishment is defined by the law in force at the
time of such commission, and the punishment to be imposed on such offender must be those
provided by law.

If, under the law subsequently provided, such act is no longer an offence, the person
committing it shall be exempt from being an offender. If there is a final judeement imposing
the punishment, such person shall be deemed to have not been sentenced to such

judgement. If he or she is undergoing the punishment, such punishment shall be terminated.
